I have been a member and resident of the Wooded Glen Homeowners Association for many years and have witnessed a steady deterioration of Wooded Glen Avenue and Novak Woods Court.  The roadway surface is full of cracks, patches and uneven surfaces.  We have had a tremendous number of service-related companies digging up and patching the roadway. Compounding the deterioration of the roadway surface is the use of Wooded Glen Avenue as a commuter shortcut.  Our neighborhood experiences an inordinate amount of vehicle traffic that does not begin or terminate here. Much of this commuter traffic grossly exceeds the posted speed limit.

We would very much like to explore any traffic-calming options if we could get our roadway resurfaced.  Since our homes were built, over twenty years ago, Wooded Glen Avenue and Novak Woods Ct. have not been resurfaced and have become real eyesores.  Wooded Glen Avenue and Novak Woods Court are short roadways; we only have a total of 56 homes in our community.  The roadway has already been examined by a VDOT expert, who concurred that it needs resurfacing.  Over a year ago, we were given a VDOT ticket number of 114138.

As a community, we are united in our desire to keep our county and our neighborhood looking good and functioning well.  As an example of our commitment, we have recently resurfaced the two pipestems that come off of Wooded Glen Avenue.  We have patiently waited our turn for roadway resurfacing.  Please assist us by scheduling Wooded Glen Avenue and Novak Woods Court for some long over-due maintenance.  This is one decision that will send a clear message that patience really does pay off.
